LBYSO Minutes for November 9, 2009

The meeting commenced at 7:16 pm.  Late arrivals for photo pick up delayed the meeting start.
Board members not in attendance: Mario Pacada, Dennis Buchanan, Cathy Dixon, Kadi Eason and Brian Haack.
A: Previous Minutes:  A motion was made by Helen to approve the minutes as corrected from 10/12/09.  James 2nd.  Vote was approved unanimously.
C: Director Vacancies: 2nd Vice-President, Head Coach, Ways and Means.
B: Director’s Reports:  Fabian Santillan, Competitive Play – Club teams are doing well.  Casino night is this Saturday.  Club tryouts are scheduled for December 11th.  Parents are approaching FCLB coaches wanting to try out for the club.  Fabian has been advising all club coaches to not take them away from rec until season is done and to so advise the parents.  Mark advised tryouts are legal anytime but players cannot join a team until after Mayor’s Cup. Mark also suggested FCLB have a meeting with parents of 6L, 6U and Div 5 to combat any misinformation given by rec coaches.  Alan will send an email blast to coaches advising correct information to disseminate to interested parents.  Lastly, Fabian will email club cost sheets for the Academy.
Alan Furman, First V.P./Head Coach - Alan would like registration books so we can get email addresses updated.  Alan made a motion requesting approval for Div 4 girls’ player to move from Signature to Recreational.  Jacki 2nd.  4 yes, 2 no, 4 abstention.  Motion carries.
Jacki Jauregui, Secretary – no one has given notice to not return to their board position other than the Secretary and the President.
James Dixon, Head Referee – a red card (double yellow) was issued to a Division 3 boy.  Commissioner and referee disagreed over points being taken away from the team.  Handbook rule states -1 point for red card. James also advised he will not have enough referees to cover all playoff games for Division 4,5, and 6 games.
Farah Mamnoon, Team Parent and acting Ways & Means coordinator – picture re-takes are scheduled for 11/15 on Heartwell 1 from 9-11.  An email to that affect has been sent out.  The missing coach’s plaques are supposed to arrive on re-take day as well.
Cathy Dixon, Registrar is out on maternity leave.
Kadi Eason, Safety – sent an email message to coaches that Crown should be delivering trophies for PW and 6L and the pickup is set for Sunday afternoon along with commissioners picking up the memorial and presidents medals.
Chris Dorsey, Statistician – will need to know what teams will not be playing in playoffs for lack of volunteer and ref points so he can create schedules.  Also advised fields at Bancroft are in very poor condition.  Suggest moving both 6U teams to Heartwell 1 for duration of season.
Dennis Fosnaugh, Equipment – will be picking up some paint and stakes this week.
Mike Johnson, Fields – lighted schedule is out.  Midweek games are finished so both 1 and 2 are usable for practices.  Starting in the spring the City of Long Beach will start charging for all fields on top o f the per player charge.  Regarding Mayor’s Cup: Bancroft will be shut down on Dec 12th.  Mark recommends requesting El Dorado for both Saturday and Sunday. If we can get those we shouldn’t need either Lakewood field.
Helen, Jones, Treasurer - Having accounted for outstanding bills our bank balance is basically zero.  Our reduced referee costs were offset by lighted field costs.  She will bring financial statements to next meeting.
Jim Owens, Tournament/Camp Director – He will send email blast out to all past Mayor’s Cup Teams.
D: Referee Association Proposal – Mark, Fabian, Alan, and Helen met with Jim Dixon and Denis Heim prior to the board meeting.  Jim and Denis presented the benefits of creating Beach Cities State Referee Association (BCSRA) under LBYSO’s wing would be becoming a full service league.  We could do referee clinics, certification of referees, coach training plus provide a small revenue stream.  Referees are independent contractors and as such are issued 1099’s.  Each referee has $1 million worth of insurance.  Liabilities would be if the association cannot fulfill a tournament obligation LBYSO would be charged.  We need to look into posting a bond in case of forfeiting a tournament.  BCSRA has agreed to bring to the board names of all tournaments they wish to cover and numbers needed to cover same.  Board approval could be given or denied.  Mark will provide additional information via email for everyone to read.  Vote will be taken at the next meeting, 12/14/09.
 E: Camps – Jim, Tournament Director – made a motion to have SoccerCentric run a spring camp on April 5-9th.  Alan 2nd.  Unanimously approved.  Regarding summer camps, he has gotten SoccerCentric to pay 100% of the field fees as Challenger does. He made a motion to accept SoccerCentric run camps on 7/19-23 and 8/23-27 and Challenger run camps on 7/26-30 and 8/30-9/3.  Helen 2nd.  Unanimously approved.
F: New Business -  No new business.
G: Adjournment – the meeting was adjourned at 10:05 pm.
